B. Background of Book. 
 
“To the twelve tribes scattered among the nations.” 

This book was primarily written to the Jewish believers (twelve tribes) so 

as to encourage them as they face sufferings in persecutions and also to 

educate them about living the new life in Christ rather than adhering to 
the legalistic demands of the law. 

 

This book is also relevant to the Gentiles who have been getting saved 

and the disciples had to make a statement that they do not need to 

subscribe to the Jewish customs. Instead they are to fulfill some 

requirements. This book is tied in with the decision make at the 

“Jerusalem Council” in Acts 15.
