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1. Continue to pray for our country’s politics and government.

2. Pray for the Love Cheras Churches that we will succeed with God’s
help to establish our united prayer movement and community
outreach to the Sri Johor areas.
=Pray for doctors, teachers to volunteer themselves as we hope to
extend our services there.

3. Pray that under the current economic climate, God’s people will
continue to be blessed and that we will not shrink back in our giving
so that we can ‘enlarge His ministries’

-Pray that those who have not learned to tithe to do so as that will
be the first fundamental of divine economics.

4. Pray for our Youth Ministries (Chinese and English)

BOOK OF JAMES - LESSON 3

SCRIPTURES TO READ:- JAMES 1:5-8
THEME; 'THE MEASURE OF A CHRISTIAN.’
